Years Later, Rev. 20:6,7

1. Itis called the Resurrection to condemnation
Jn. 5:29b

2. Itis Resurrection to the Second Death,
after the White Throne Judgment,
Rev. 20:11-15

3. It is the resurrection to shame and contempt,
Dan. 12:2b
