--They were a church with a false view of
Christ, --believing He was a created being.
--Can't be saved with a false view of Christ!
Il. THEY WERE SELF DECEIVED, v-17
A. They Thought They Were Spiritually Okay, v-17a
1. They thought that their material wealth
meant God was blessing them and they
were in His favor.  -Their city was rich.
2. They thought they needed nothing.
B. They Didn't Know Their True Spiritual State
Before God, v-17b
1. They were spiritually wretched
2. They were spiritually miserable
3. They were spiritually poor
4. They were spiritually blind
5. They were spiritually naked

A. The Real Riches, v-18a
1. The best gold --refined by fire

2. White garments that genuine believers
receive from God, v-18b, Rev. 3:5; 4:4;
79,13, 14
--Had a famous black wool
3. Spiritual eye salve, Cf. Acts 26:18
--Would see their real spiritual state
--Had a medical school known for it
eye salve
B. They Needed To Respond To His Love, v-19
1. God does love lost mankind, Rom. 5:8;
Eph. 2:4
2. God reproves (exposes, convicts) the lost
of sin
3. The N. T. call to salvation always includes
repentance (guilty sinners) -Rom. 3:23

VI. AGAIN THE LORD ENCOURAGES THE CHURCH
